Martha’s Vineyard, MA (July 17, 2003) – The Martha’s Vineyard Surfcasters 
Association (MVSA) recently donated and constructed two park benches that were 
placed along the access road on the eastern side of the Upper Lagoon Pond. The benches 
are similar to those along the Oak Bluffs sea wall and are constructed with concrete end 
frames and white cedar slats. The 
benches are intended for use by 
anglers fishing the Upper Lagoon 
shoreline as well as the general 
public that enjoy the areas scenic 
beauty. The MVSA plans similar 
donations at various locations in 
the future.  
 
The “Vineyard Surfcasters”, 
consist of men, women, boys, and 
girls who all share in the passion 
of sport fishing. Both Island 
residents and visitors belong to the organization which provides numerous activities that 
promote the sport.
